Course Description:

This course explores the relationship between gender and politics on three interrelated levels. It offers a survey of
perspectives on gender and politics with an aim to explain how gender shapes the conception of the political and
major political concepts such as representation, participation, power, governance and democracy; it explores the
gendered constructions of social and political movements through an overview of mobilization on micro and
macro as well national and transnational levels; and it opens up to discussion contemporary developments
concerning gender and politics particularly in the context of anti-gender mobilizations and de-democratization.

e DPosition Papers: 20 % --- Each graduate student is expected to submit two, double-spaced 3-pages long
position paper advancing a disciplined argument on the readings of a week of their choice and_submit it
before the first class of that week (that is Wednesdays before 2:30 PM). Late submissions will not be
accepted. Extensions will not be granted except in extremely adverse circumstances. Inform the Instructor
and the TA in due time about your selected weeks so that a submission slot is prepared for you on SU
Course. Important: Each student should submit at least one position paper before Week 8.

e TFinal Paper: In consultation with the instructor, each graduate student is expected to choose a paper topic;
submit a paper proposal by 5 PM on Nov. 23 (10 %), make an appointment with the instructor to discuss
the paper proposal before Week 11; present the research in class in the final week of classes (10 %) and
submit the final paper (double spaced 20-30 pages including references) by 5 PM on January 15, 2024 (40
%).
