	 COURSE DESCRIPTION

	       This course focuses on socio-emotional development in childhood and adolescence, emphasizing the contemporary theories in developmental and social psychology relevant to social development and recent empirical research in the related areas. We’ll cover socialization process from infancy through young adulthood with a specific emphasize on parenting behaviors and attitudes in different cultural contexts. We’ll also focus on adjustment problems experienced in process of social development, especially by those in disadvantages situations, such as children raised in institutions and poverty.

Course Format 

This is a double-coded capstone course in which both senior undergraduate and gradate students can take together. However, as seen below, requirements for undergrad and grad students slightly differ. Each week you will read review chapters from the edited books and/or research articles and we will discuss together. Material on the exams will come from both the readings and lectures. Lectures will not repeat but indeed complement the assigned readings. This is why reading the assigned material is very imperative. I highly recommend that you attend all classes and prepare the class in advance by reading weekly assignments. You will present a research article in the assigned week and prepare a brief review article that will be presented at the end of the semester. 


	COURSE REQURIMENTS & Assessment

	Attendance, Class Participation 
and Bonus
	This course will be a seminar style class and attendance is essential for success. Therefore, failure to maintain a regular attendance record and to participate in all class discussions may seriously undermine a student’s ability to satisfactorily complete the given unit Those who attend 80% of classes (excluding exams) will get 2 bonus points added to their course grade. 
Reading the assigned materials is essential to this course to be able to follow what is covered in a given day and to get more out of the lecture. Therefore, I’d like every student to attend all classes and to read the assigned chapters and/or articles, and to prepare critical questions relevant to the covered topics prior to the lectures. I also would like you to participate in the class discussions and raise questions as much as possible.

	Writing a brief review and Presentation FOR UNDERGRADS
	The purpose of the writing a brief review assignment is to familiarize you with scientific studies by the well-known researchers in the area of social and emotional development. You will also gain experience about how to interpret, synthesize, integrate and reach solid conclusions from empirical studies on a specific topic. To do that first, you need to select a specific topic related to social and emotional development (e.g., peer influence in socialization, the role of temperament in emotional development, social development in institutionalized children etc.) and explain how that topic was studied from a specific theoretical perspective and what researchers have found in their empirical studies. Your paper should be original and very well written.
Please follow these steps in writing assignment.

1. Select a topic relevant to social and emotional development. You need to get approval of your topic before beginning to prepare your paper by Nov. 4th 2019. Final papers should be 1000-1200 words long, plus references. Writing format and references should be in APA style. Your paper should start with why the topic you chose is important in social and emotional development by specifying its relevance and operationally defining the critical concepts and variables you cover. 

2. Briefly explain the theory or model you use as a framework in studying/reviewing your topic.

3. Find and present support for your topics with at least four empirical studies that investigate the given topic. These studies must be from well-know credible journals, such as Developmental Psychology, Child Psychology, Journal of Personality and Social Psychology, Infant and Child Studies, Attachment and Human Behavior, Family Psychology etc. Please do not cite any studies from predatory journals (e.g., https://beallslist.weebly.com) or popular Internet sources. If you have difficulties in findings relevant studies or make sure that the article you find is not from a “predatory journals”, you may consult me of TA for help.

4. Final paper should be an integrative work (synthesis) including the specific conclusions, models, implications, and limitations you draw from the published studies.

5. Prepare a creative (innovative) PPT presentation from your topic and present this in the assigned date at the end of the term and submit your final paper (Upload SUCOURSE for Turnitin check) on the last day of the semester (Jan. 17. 2020). This writing assignment is worth 25 points. I’ll consider both the quality of your presentation and final paper. I’d like to encourage you to visit Sabancı University’s Writing Center (https://ciad.sabanciuniv.edu/en/announcements-detail/55199) to improve the quality of your writing. 

	Proposal for grads
	An important goal of the course for grad students is to develop an original research proposal based on their own interests. I must approve the topic you choose no later than December 10th. I will try to help you refine your ideas and suggest appropriate references. The proposal must be limited to 10 pages (double spaced with the APA style) including references. The proposal should include a relevant (brief and streamlined) literature review in the introduction by narrowing the topic to the questions and hypotheses at hand, explain the importance of the question to be addressed and describe the methodology that you think is the best, and briefly discuss the implications of predicted/potential findings. The proposals will be briefly presented (max. 10 min.) at the end of the semester.

	Presenting Article
	You will be asked to present an empirical article related to topic of the given week in 15 minutes. You should also discuss and criticize the article considering its limitations and make your own conclusions. The list of articles will be given at the end of the second week. You will select an article on a first-come (email)-first served basis. Select your article and send via email to TA.

	Reaction papers
 
	You will be asked to submit five reaction papers (maximum 2 pages max, double-spaced and typed) describing their reactions to the week's readings on the given weeks below. This assignment is very open-ended and you are expected to highlight the important issues and bring good questions with an analytical and critical mind. That is, you should give some thoughts on what you read and come up with good ideas, critics, or testable hypotheses based on the week’s readings. 

        The primary goal is to make sure that you come to class not only with the readings read, but also after putting some degree of thought into the implications of the readings. You should upload the reaction papers to SUCOUSE assignment on the assigned time. Each reaction paper will count 3 points. 

         The reaction papers will be graded for their contribution to the topic, originality, clarity, and thoughtfulness (insightfulness) on a five-point scale below. 

1 = There is no relation to the reading in your paper or you sort of understood the reading. 
2 = You understood the reading but that’s it

3 = You understood the reading, and contributed a new idea.

	Exams
	You will have a midterm and final. Both of the exams will be in the essay format. I’ll ask several questions and you will answer any five of them.

	Research Participation as bonus
	This involves participating research projects as participants via the SONA system. Each one will worth 0.5 point and you can have max 3 points (bonus) for research participation.
