This course identifies the external processes that affect nation-states in a multi-disciplinary approach. It is a modular course where students will be examining several global issues using different disciplinary approaches. It aims to show how many of our local problems are interconnected.
The students will be exposed to the recent developments in international politics through a theoretical lens acquired in IR theory courses. One aspect of the course is to furnish students with the capacity to link internal/domestic developments to external events. Another will be able to analyze recent developments from a global perspective and with theoretical tools. The course will focus on the impact of international crisis on domestic structures, the concept of change and turbulence in international politics, the role of culture and identity in world politics, globalization with its advantages and disadvantages as it affects areas such as political economy, environment, human rights and so on.

The objectives of this course are as follows:

• to develop a knowledge and understanding of key issues in the international arena.

• to explore trends in debates about how the 'new international agenda' relates to the

interests of key actors, and about perceptions of key issues and problems.

• to enhance students’ capabilities to apply their knowledge and analysis of international

relations in both a verbal and written context.
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Course Requirements:

Readings: There are articles uploaded in SuCourse+. The instructor holds the right to assign additional reading during the semester.
Participation and Attendance: Attendance to each class is compulsory and crucial (If you cannot come to the lectures on campus, you need to attend online. You are kindly asked to keep your cameras on during the online class hours and engage in the class discussions). Absence is only acceptable with a valid excuse (This usually means a documented illness). Every student who is taking the course for credit is required to participate in the discussions. Students are required to come to class having read the assigned articles for the week.

Make-up examinations are given only with prior instructor approval and with appropriate documentation. Note that the documentation must indicate why you could not be in class at the exact time of the test. Failure to complete any paper assignment or failure to take any exam will result in a failing grade for the entire course; a passing grade requires completion of all course requirements. Any work rephrasing without proper citation and/or copying someone else’s work in length will be considered as plagiarism and will subject to failure.

 All students must treat the instructor, the other students, and the classroom setting with respect. This includes arriving on time and staying for the entire class (or notifying the instructor in advance if this will not be possible), turning off cell phones and similar devices during class, and refraining from reading, passing notes, talking with friends, and any other potentially disruptive activities. This also means showing respect for alternative opinions and points of view, listening when either the instructor or a fellow student is speaking to the class, and refraining from insulting language and gestures.

Assignments: Students are required to come to class having read the assigned articles for the week. In the syllabus, you will also find some assignments. You are asked to prepare these assignments before you come to class and upload them to SuCourse+ before the lecture. Late assignments will not be accepted. Assignments should not be longer than 1,5 pages with 12 fonts and at 1.5 or double spaced. You need to upload your assignments before class on due date, and all papers will be checked for plagiarism through Turnitin.
Group presentation: Several different topics will be assigned to every group (ranging from 2-3 students) according to the students’ interests and the content of the lectures. Group presentation questions are listed under each week starting from Week 3. Students must keep a file of articles they get their information from. This requires searches of newspapers, periodical articles, and internet sites relevant to their topic as well as related theoretical pieces. Students will collect materials and offer an analysis, which will then be presented as a group. Presentations will be between 20-30 minutes with possible discussions with and questions from your classmates. You are advised to prepare a power point (or equivalent) presentation colored with visual materials. All students in the group have to present part of the project. Presentations will take place on Tuesdays. Instructor can ask you questions in the exams about group presentations.

3) How will pandemics affect the world economy?
