· Objective of the Course: The course aims to introduce different types, scales, forms, formats of art, design and culture institutions and individuals that exist in the art, design and culture scene of Istanbul. The instructor of this course has very close contacts and connections in the art, design and culture scene and has the privilege of arranging venues, people and events that are otherwise difficult or even impossible to have access to. The name of the course may be misleading, but it was originally named by somebody else; the course content has evolved in the course of its life after evaluating course outcome and student needs, feedbacks.
· Prerequisites: No prerequisites.
· Course Contents: There will be site visits every week, to possible post-graduation recruitment venues such as graphic design agencies, product design companies, photography & videography studios, museums / galleries, architectural offices, mass media publishing companies and so on. Students will be expected to present assessments / evaluations every other two weeks following the site visits and will be graded based on these presentations. The presentations in the venues to be visited will have to be in Turkish and this is why this course is not suitable for students who don’t speak Turkish.
· Learning Outcomes: Upon completion of this course, students should be able to:
· distinguish the amazingly rich content of new media, art and design,
· identify the basic steps of artistic, design-related and cultural modes of production in the professional scene,
· outline what one can practice as an artist and designer after graduation, 

· compare the possible dimensions of existence in the professional world of art and design,
· decide among the possible art and design job offers in order to be able to choose one after graduation,
· design their professional life accordingly after graduation,
· obtain the possibility of arranging an internship with the managers / owners of the places to visit.

· Teaching Methods: L, ST

· Assessment Methods:  Attendance of site visits 100 % / Full attendance and report submissions will be graded “A”. Each absence without properly documented reason will drop the grade one step downwards.
· Language of Instruction: T (We will be visiting many places in Istanbul; all the presentations will have to be in Turkish and there will be no translators. I would not suggest taking this course if you do not speak/understand Turkish.
