· Objective of the Course: After having students introduced to a basic knowledge of conventional photography and its use within the digital realm in VA328; this class encourages students to discover / experiment ways to express themselves and their ideas, passions, concerns through photography. They will try to create series of photographs that tell stories, create moods or provoke impressions, awareness, social responsibility. The course will not be in multiple assignment submission format, but rather, students will be expected to create a photobook dummy project to be submitted at the end of the semester. There will be a lot of class discussion, brainstorming and exercises during which learning and creating together are intended.
· Prerequisites: VA328 (If evidence can be provided for experience on basic skills of photography, like a portfolio or online link, this prerequisite can be waived)
· Course Contents: In addition to the classical works by masters of photography, contemporary approaches and concepts constitute an important component of the entire process. Being exposed to ongoing in-class debate and evaluation process; students are expected to follow exhibitions, new ideas and to generate thoughts about the philosophy of photography. The investigational method followed during the classes does not favor any particular photography trend and is specifically designed to address the wide range of students including visual artists (VA), multimedia designers (VCD) and also engineers. Every participating student will be expected to produce a concept-driven narrative photobook project.
Learning Outcomes: Upon completion of this course, students will be able to: 
· question images, symbols created for the purposes of propagation,
· propose photo series that offer, share their own ways of thinking,
· identify the importance of form / aesthetics in artistic expression while concentrating on content / idea by examining various contemporary art and photography practices,
· demonstrate their artworks professionally.
